1) Actives and Passives.

Imagine a scene involving the following elements:

Give - Fellow Passengers - Dirty Looks - Smoker

a) Write the sentence in Active voice which describes this scene.

The smoker’s fellow passengers gave him dirty looks.

b) Write the corresponding sentence in the Passive voice that has the closest meaning equivalent to a).

The smoker was given dirty looks by his fellow passengers.

(More colloquially, instead of a passive: 

The smoker got dirty looks from his fellow passengers)

It would be rather odd to passivize ‘dirty looks’ rather than ‘smoker’:

?*Dirty looks were given to the smoker by his fellow passengers.

c) Write a sentence in the 'Victim Passive', i.e., one which is in the form of a causative, but which has a passive meaning. There may be several possibilities; choose the one that seems the most appropriate and is compatible with a) and b).

The victimization referred could be either a process or a punctual event, such that both the formulation with ‘get’ or with ‘have’ are possible. The use of the gerundive ‘giving’ is more compatible with the process reading than the root ‘give’:
The smoker had/got his fellow passengers 
giving him dirty looks.
Recall that the root ‘give’ is only possible with causative/passive ‘have’:

The smoker had his fellow passengers give/giving him dirty looks.

These structures distinguish ‘bare infinitives’ from ‘full infinitives. Thus, causative/passive ‘have’ can only be followed by a bare infinitive:

The smoker had someone give / *to give  him a dirty look.

On the other hand, causative/passive ‘get’ can only be followed by a gerundive:

The smoker got someone giving / *give / !!to give him dirty looks.

The full infinitive with ‘get’ has a strictly causative meaning, which would be quite odd in the context of this sentence:

The smoker got  someone to give him dirty looks,

=

The smoker persuaded someone to give him dirty looks (for a funny photograph?)

2) Conditionals.

Continue and complete the following sentences.

a) I would have warned the driver right away if a fellow passenger...

had lit up / had started lighting up a ****cigarette!
b) Whenever I see any suspicious behaviour on a bus,  ...

I whip out my cell-phone and my prayer-beads and I hold my finger over ‘speed-dial 911’!
c) If some idiot tried to light up a cigarette next to me, ...

I would take his picture with my cell-phone and email it at once to the Head Office of OrléanSexPress, along with a note demanding full reimbursement of my ticket, plus taxi fare.
d) If I had been with you on that terrible, fateful night when that idiot sitting next to you lit up a cigarette, he ... to this day.

...he would be lying in traction at the CHUL to this day.
e) If my own kid ever tries anything like that, ...

I will sell him to a travelling Gypsy circus, 50% off.
